· As we know from the SNAPS Study
· Acrolein was found at nearly 2 times higher in Lost Hills than in Bakersfield and Fresno.
· OEHHA on the request of Lost Hills Residents prioritized the Cancer Risk Assessment of Acrolein.
· Acrolein was found 10 times of a higher risk than Benzene
· This puts it on par with Diesel Exhaust emissions
· We have put in a request for more time for comment
· We know you have questions

· How is it that the air district isn’t taking action?
· We need constant acrolein monitoring
· We need action to prevent exposure to acrolein
· We need to know where the origin of the Acrolein is
· We agree with opportunities for residents to make comments.
